Chelonian Trails:

The Leo Club of Uva Wellassa University is embarking on a groundbreaking initiative to contribute to the preservation of
marine life through its Turtle Conservation Project.

The primary objective of the Turtle Conservation Project is to address the various threats faced by sea turtles, such as
habitat destruction, poaching, and pollution.

The project encompasses a multi-faceted approach, including educational programs to enlighten local communities and
visitors about the importance of sea turtle conservation. Workshops, seminars, and outreach activities will engage partic-
ipants in understanding the critical role that turtles play in maintaining the ecological balance of marine ecosystems.

One of the key components of the project involves establishing a dedicated hatche.r\'/.This hatchery will provide a safe
environment for turtle eggs to incubate and hatch without the threat of predation or human interference: The Leo Club
will collaborate with local authorities, environmental organizations, and experts to ensure the proper fgnctioning and
sustainability of the hatchery. '

Additionally, the Turtle Conservation Project will actively involve community members in monitoring and patrolling the
beach to protect nesting sites. Through the establishment of volunteer programs, the Leo Club aims to create a sense of
shared responsibility among the locals, fostering a community-driven approach to conservation.

Club in Windsor, Canada. At that time, Lions were active in 23
U.S. states, boasting a total of 6,400

members.

In 1925, Helen Keller addresses Lions at the International Con-
vention in Cedar Point, Ohio, USA. She famously challenges
Lions to become “knights of the blind in the crusade against
darkness.” In 1957, the Leo program is introduced, aiming to
provide the youth of the world with an opportunity for personal
development through

volunteering. In 1968, Lions Clubs International Found

ation is established with the mission “to support the

efforts of Lions clubs and partners in serving communities
locally and globally, giving hope and impacting lives through
humanitarian service projects and grants.”

Lions achieve a historic milestone by welcoming their millionth
member, Barney Gill from Virginia, USA, in 1973. LCIF awards its
first Major Catastrophe Grant of US$50,000 for earthquake re-

lief in Mexico in 1985. Today, Lions continue to step up in times

of crisis by offering grants to support disaster relief efforts.

Lions launch a campaign to help restore sight and
prevent blindness on a global scale, impacting more than 488
million people over the last 30 years. The 100th year of serving
local communities and the world is

celebrated at the Lions Clubs International Centennial Con-
vention in Chicago, lllinois, USA, in 2017—the same city where / o
the association began. In 2023, LCIF and Lions Quest become
founding members of The Choose

Kindness Project, a coalition of leading nonprofit p
organizations in the United States championing bullying pre-
vention, intentional inclusion, and youth mental
wellness.
